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GRANT JOINT AWARD AGREEMENT

1. The Award

2. Breakdown of Award

3. Project Leader

4. Payment Arrangements

5. Administration of Funds

The University shall not assume responsibility for any expenditure of the Partner in excess of the amount awarded.  In the event that expenditure by the Partner is expected to exceed the amount awarded, such further anticipated expenditure will require to be negotiated with the Project Leader in advance of said expenditure being incurred. 

6. Conditions of Award

The Parties hereby agree to comply with all terms and conditions of the Main Contract in so far as they relate and apply to that Party’s involvement in the Project.

7. Intellectual Property

7.1
All background intellectual property used in connection with the Project shall remain the property of the Party introducing the same.
7.2
Results arising from work on the Project carried out by members of staff of any of the Parties shall remain the property of that Party.
7.3
Joint results shall be jointly owned by those Parties who have generated such joint results in proportion to the respective contribution of each Party.

7.4
The Parties agree to collaborate with a view to identifying and exploiting intellectual property arising from the Project. The Parties will enter a revenue sharing agreement, where necessary to do so, to agree a fair and reasonable distribution of any exploitation income, taking account of the roles of each Party in the generation of the results and said management of exploitation.

8. Licence

Each Party hereby grants in favour of the others (i) a non-exclusive, royalty-free licence to use results arising from its work on the Project solely for the purposes of the Project and (ii) a non-exclusive royalty-free licence to use its background intellectual property solely to enable the other Parties to carry out their respective part of the Project.
9. Confidentiality

9.1
All information of a confidential nature pertaining to the Project (including background intellectual property and results arising from the Project) is confidential to the Parties except where disclosure is required under and in terms of the Main Contract.  The Parties undertake to hold such information in confidence and not to publish or disclose it in any way other than to persons in their employment who shall likewise be bound by these obligations of confidentiality.

9.2
The undertaking in 9.1 above shall not apply to information:

9.2.1
which, at the time of disclosure, has already been published or is otherwise in the public domain other than through breach of the terms of this Agreement;

9.2.2.
which, after disclosure to a Party, is subsequently published or comes into the public domain by means other than an action or omission on the part of any Party;

9.2.3
which a Party can demonstrate was known to it or subsequently independently developed by it and not acquired as a result of participation in the Project;

9.2.4
lawfully acquired from a third party who did not obtain it from any party hereto;

9.2.5
is required to be disclosed to any regulatory authority or court of competent jurisdiction, or which is required to be disclosed pursuant to a request under the Freedom of information Act 2000 or the Freedom of Information (Scotland) 2002.
10. Publications

Notwithstanding clause 9 herein, each Party shall be entitled to publish articles directly arising from its sole work on the Project. Prior to the publication of articles directly arising from the work of more than one Party on the Project, said Parties shall first discuss and approve a publication strategy. All publications shall acknowledge the funding made available for the Project by the Funder.
11. Repayment of Funds

If the Funder claims any reimbursement of any of the award as a result of a failure to properly implement the Project or comply with the terms and conditions of the award, each Party in relation to whose performance or non-performance such claim relates shall indemnify the other Party in respect thereof. Notwithstanding the aforesaid a Party’s aggregate liability in connection with the subject matter hereof shall not exceed the aggregate of the sums paid to said Party hereunder.

12. Termination

12.1
A Party’s participation in the Project may be terminated on the occurrence of any or both of the following events: 

12.1.1
a Party enters into bankruptcy or liquidation or any other arrangement for the benefit of its creditors; or 
12.1.2
a Party is in material breach of any of its obligations hereunder which, if it can be remedied remains unremedied on the expiry of twenty eight days after receipt by the Party in breach of written notice from another Party specifying the breach and the action required to remedy same.

12.2
A Party may terminate its participation in this Agreement in the event of any sum due to said Party under the Main Contract remains unpaid after 30 days from the due date.

12.3
In the event that a Party’s participation in the Project is terminated all rights and obligations of said Party under the Main Contract and this Agreement shall in good faith be redistributed among the remaining Parties and, subject to approval by the Funder, said remaining Parties shall be entitled to receive subsequent payments under the Main Contract in respect thereof.

13. Law

This Agreement shall be interpreted and applied in accordance with the Law of [Scotland /England (for RCUK awards] and the Parties hereby submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the [Scottish / English] Courts.
